1. Welcome and Introductions
2. Agency Presentation -- Bill Brennan gave the presentation on the Saint Francis Medical Center Foundation.

3. Business --
· CHI Press Conference -- Bill thanked the members for attending the Aug. 6 press conference announcing the $140,892 grant award to coalition. He said the attendance helped show that the coalition has wide community representation. The event received press coverage from KOLN 10/11, KHAS 05, KRGI, GI Independent, Omaha World Herald, Lincoln Journal Star, Nebraska Public Radio.

· Statewide End of Life Survey Update -- Jennifer left word that she has received about 250 surveys, and reminder postcards went out last week to generate 250 more surveys. A survey consultant will attend the Oct. 10 meeting at a location to be determined.

· Rallying Points Awards of Excellence -- We have not received notification but expect to hear an announcement before the September meeting.

· Rallying Points National Conference -- Expect to have a registration brochure for the Nov. 16-18 conference by the September meeting.

· September presentation -- Marjorie volunteered to a Home Health Care presentation, if Jennifer would add information on Hospice Care.

· Committee Reports

Resource Guide -- Cathy distributed the new resource guides to those who attended. We are still waiting for the Spanish version. The committee will now look at a method to adapt the end-of-life information into one or two brochures.

Speaker's Bureau -- Pat reported that the committee is preparing on a list of possible speakers and a format to make presentations. The committee is looking for possible venues and Lynn Larson and Carol Woodward suggested parish-sponsored events for the elderly.

Special Events -- Jennifer left word that registration brochures had been mailed for Caring Conversations Sept. 23 at College Park. The committee will decide how to proceed on the vinyl envelopes at the September meeting.

Web Pate/Hotline -- If the Rallying Page prototype for the web site is successful, Marjorie is recommending that the committee adapt its formula to our community needs.

· Other Business -- Bill noted that the Grand Island End of Life Care Coalition needs a logo for the vinyl envelopes that will be distributed in September. Pat suggested that the envelopes be titled "Respect My Wishes" at the top and then carry the logos of Saint Francis Medical Center, Triad and the Grand Island End of Life Care Coalition at the bottom.
